program in Bible and Missions trains students year round for missionary work.
According to missions professor, Wayne Raychard, NEBC'’s missions program is
benefiting New England churches by:

Equipping people with a Biblical theology of Missions
Studying why people behave and think the way they do
Learning to reach resistant peoples

Wayne says “One of the most exciting signs of
growth in the lives of our missions students is their desire to
do cross cultural ministry. NEBC is located near a
significant refugee resettlement city (Portland, ME), where
dozens of languages are spoken in the public school
system. This is important because these refugees will travel
back overseas, so reaching them here helps us learn about
incarnational ministry methods, as well as opening doors in
foreign lands. Our students have shown a strong desire to
do overseas internships, where they would go to these areas
and live among different people groups.”
